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Other highlights during the year included the 
ongoing popularity of our boat tours, offered 
free to the public by Ports of Auckland. More 
than 5,500 people took boat tours over the 
course of the year, including on additional 
sailings during Auckland Anniversary 
Weekend and the Auckland Heritage Festival.

As fl agged in our 2008 Port Development 
Plan, Ports of Auckland has been working 
towards the release of the historic Queens 
Wharf for a number of years. We were therefore 
delighted to announce the sale of Queens 
Wharf to the Government and the Auckland 

Regional Council in June 2009; this will enable 
greater public access to the CBD waterfront.

Since 1996, Ports of Auckland has 
reduced its waterfront footprint by nearly 
half, from 140ha to 77ha. We now occupy 
less than 2km of the 15km stretch between 
the Harbour Bridge and St Heliers. Queens 
Wharf will transfer to its new owners in 
April 2010 for redevelopment into an 
international cruise terminal and ‘party 
central’ for the 2011 Rugby World Cup.

Priorities for 2010 include the 
reintroduction of the annual SeePort 

open-day-style event, a refreshed programme 
to support the Auckland City Heritage Festival, 
and the identifi cation of a new fl agship 
sponsorship to replace our sponsorship of the 
Ports of Auckland Chair in Logistics and 
Supply Chain Management at the University 
of Auckland, which expires at the end of 2009.
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WE ARE COMMITTED TO OPERATING 
SUSTAINABILITY AND CARING FOR 
OUR ENVIRONMENT

Ports of Auckland is making a sustained effort to improve 
environmental practices and reduce the impact of our 
operations on the environment. The Company’s efforts and 
leadership in this area were recognised this year with a 2009 
Green Ribbon Award from the Ministry for the Environment.

REDUCING, REUSING & RECYCLING
Continual efforts across the business to reduce our energy use 
are paying off. This year, Ports of Auckland recorded a signifi cant 
reduction in the amount of electricity used by the Waitemata seaport 
operations, down 16%. Total diesel use and use per TEU were 
comparable to those of 2008 and remained well below 2007 and 
2006 levels. A series of initiatives to track diesel use, increase fuel 
effi ciency and reduce overall consumption are credited with the 
improvements. For example, ongoing fuel effi ciency is being 
provided by the Port’s hybrid diesel-electric straddle carriers, of 

which more than 30 were purchased over the last four years. 
Reusing and recycling the resources of our daily operations is also 

central in minimising our environmental impact. Ports of Auckland 
recycles paper, cans, plastic and glass from its offi ces, as well as many 
of the operational and construction materials used around the Port, 
such as oil, scrap metals, dredgings and pavement. During the year, 
a further 30,000m3 of dredged material and 0.7ha of pavement was 
recycled in the Fergusson reclamation and other construction works.

 
TRANSPORT
The number of containers transported by road was up slightly this 
year, by 1%, while, the number of containers moved after-hours 
decreased to 39% of those moves. The use of rail also decreased, 
due primarily to seasonal and economic impacts on regular rail users. 
Some volume growth was absorbed in trans-shipment moves, where 
containers are transferred from ship to ship.

OUR FOOTPRINT
Last year, Ports of Auckland measured and independently audited our 
greenhouse gas emissions and carbon footprint for the 2007 calendar 
year, becoming one of the fi rst ports in Australasia to do so. A second 
audit was undertaken in 2008 with total emissions estimated at 
24,456.5 tonnes of carbon dioxide equivalent (CO2e, a composite 
measurement of the six gases listed in the Kyoto Protocol), a reduction 
of 17.4% from 2007. This result will form the benchmark for future 
measurement and management of our environmental impacts.
 
NOISE COMPLAINTS & COMMUNITY FEEDBACK
During the year, Ports of Auckland implemented a new complaints 
policy aiming to welcome and encourage public feedback, ensure 
complaints are responded to in a timely fashion and undertake better 
analysis of trends and issues. Information from public feedback and 
complaints is being used to help us address noise and other issues of 
concern to our neighbours. Topics raised by complainants included 
noise, emissions, cruise ship traffi c and parking at Princes Wharf.

SPILLS
Ports of Auckland works closely with the Auckland Regional Council 
Harbourmaster’s Team to identify and clean up hazardous spills made 
by commercial shipping operations into the marine environment. 
Unfortunately, there were three signifi cant spills during the year, each 
involving upwards of 100 litres spilled during bilge discharge and 
fuel bunkering operations.
